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Harvesting at the estate began on September 12
and ended on the 19th. The growing season was
marked by a dry spring, followed by a particularly
thundery summer, making harvesting uncertain.
Fortunately, the end of the ripening period was
summery, allowing for a healthy harvest and
grapes reaching a good level of ripeness. Our
Harmonie 2014 opens with a fresh attack, followed
by crisp, dense fruitiness and remarkable length.
